• More than a historic space, an active 
community asset.

– Hosts events serving individuals, families, artists, 
nonprofits, volunteers, and citywide festivals.

– Operated by the Denton City Federation of 
Women’s Clubs and supported by the Denton City 
Federation of Women’s Clubs Foundation, both 
nonprofit organizations.



Trammell Group Footlight Fundraising 
Series

• Annual five-night musical parody fundraising 
series

– Each night benefits a different local Denton 
charity.

– Combines local talent, live performance, and 
philanthropy.

– Impact: Arts, laughter, and direct financial support 
for Denton charities.



Denton Arts & Jazz Festival – In-Kind 
Support

• Building provided in-kind for the entire festival 
weekend

– Serves as a home base for volunteers, board 
members, and emergency services.

– Volunteer usage of the Woman’s Club facilities is a 
key perk used for recruitment.

– Impact: Critical behind-the-scenes infrastructure 
supporting a major city festival.



Breakfast with Santa

• Family-centered seasonal event for Denton 
residents

– Includes breakfast, arts & crafts, and photos with 
Santa.

– Creates an inclusive and affordable holiday 
experience.

– Impact: Strengthens family traditions, accessibility, 
and community joy.



Books, Music & More Lecture Series

• A Denton tradition since 1970

– Annual public lecture and performance series 
benefiting the building.

– Features authors, musicians, book reviewers, and 
speakers.

– Presented by the Denton City Federation of 
Women’s Clubs and Denton Public Libraries.

– Impact: Lifelong learning, enrichement and 
preservation of a 50+ year cultural tradition.



Texas Storytelling Festival

• The Denton Woman’s Club Building serves as an official 
venue for the Texas Storytelling Festival.

• Use of the building is provided partially in-kind to 
support arts accessibility and nonprofit programming.

• Hosts live storytelling performances, audiences, and 
festival participants.

• Supports one of Texas’s longest-running and most 
respected cultural festivals.

• Impact: Expands arts access, preserves oral storytelling 
traditions, and strengthens Denton’s cultural identity.
