SUBJECT 
 
Consider adoption of an ordinance of the City of Denton canvassing election returns and declaring results 
of the Special Elections held on November 8, 2022; and providing an effective date. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
On June 28, 2022, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 22-1227 which ordered a special election for 
the proposition of determining whether City Council Member Alison Maguire shall be removed from 
District 4 Seat of the City Council by Recall.  The recall election was listed as Proposition A on the 
November 8, 2022 Special Election ballot.  
 
On July 26, 2022, the City Council adopted Ordinance No. 22-1198 which ordered a special election for 
the proposition of amendment to the Denton Code of Ordinances, creating Chapter 21, Article V to be titled 
“Marijuana Enforcement”.  The amendment was listed as Proposition B on the November 8, 2022 Special 
Election ballot.  
 
Adoption of this ordinance will formally canvass the election returns of the November 8, 2022 Special 
Elections for Propositions A and B. 
 
The Updated Final Unofficial Results are attached. On November 21, 2022, Denton County Election 
provided updated reports which included one (1) additional absentee ballot. Once adopted, the results will 
be considered the Final Official Results.
