SUBJECT

Consider approval of a resolution amending the Southeast Denton Area Plan Steering Committee to add
members. The Southeast Denton Area Plan is generally bounded by East McKinney Street to the north,
South Bell Avenue to the west, Dallas Drive and Shady Oaks Drive to the south, and South Woodrow Lane
to the east; and providing an effective date.

BACKGROUND

The City has begun preparation of the Southeast Denton Area Plan with the assistance of HDR Architecture,
Inc. Previous work identified Area Plans as the Planning and Zoning Commission’s and City Council’s
implementation priorities. Policies and actions in the Denton 2040 Comprehensive Plan call for the creation
of Area Plans to address challenges and enhance the character of distinct areas.

On February 21, 2023, the City Council authorized the City to enter into a contract with HDR Architecture,
Inc. to provide professional services for assistance in the creation of the Southeast Denton Area Plan.

On May 16, 2023, City Council passed a Resolution which established the Southeast Denton Area Plan
Steering Committee with twelve Stakeholder Representation Interest categories and five initial members.
The Steering Committee provides input and feedback related to the various ideas or concepts proposed,
validates findings, builds consensus, and evaluates what is in the best interest of the project area for the
long term. Based on past experiences of staff members and the selected consultant, Steering Committees
are most effective with a maximum of 10 to 15 members.

Since then, Staff has continued to receive Committee member recommendations from elected and appointed
leaders and has identified four additional members denoted with an asterisk below. Should additional
persons be identified to serve as Committee members, then staff will prepare a follow-up resolution for City
Council approval at that time to have any additional persons appointed.

The Steering Committee shall be governed by the terms provided for within the proposed resolution, and
the City of Denton Handbook for Boards, Commissions and Council Committees.
