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The .642 acre transmission line easement is located at the far southeast corner of the parent tract.  The 

easement is in a narrow strip about 40’ x 700’.   

 

This easement area does not front a public road, but it does front the Brinker Rd. right-of-way dedication 

(undeveloped).  Zoning is EC-I, and utilities are accessible from the adjacent land to the west. 

 

The .642 acre easement appears to run parallel with an existing utility easement on the north side, which 

is adjacent to a gas line easement on the north side of the existing utility easement. 

 

The shape and location of this easement area are insufficient for use as a stand-alone tract, and the .642 

acre easement area is valued as its pro-rata share of the far east 20+/- acre economic unit tract. 
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
